He was also on the
International Union Advisory Board where he served until 1997.  Dennis was a
member of the American Leadership Forum.   After he retired, Dennis worked

He was an avid fan of the Los Angeles Rams and the Cincinnati Reds.  He
enjoyed golfing with his sons and union friends.  His greatest love was baking
sweets with his three grand-daughters, Katie, Isabella, and Avalon, and one
grandson, Thomas, and spending time with them in Maui.    Dennis raised four
sons, Dennis T., Jonathan, Peter, and Rory.
